Two $500 awards will be given to two applicants that exhibit outstanding
leadership and participation qualities. $1500 will be divided among the
remaining applicants that have completed the required application information.
All completed applications must be returned by the deadline stated on the
application.

Scholarships will be sent directly to the university or college of choice upon
receipt of the appropriate student information. The committee will hold the
scholarship until the spring semester after graduation; unless there are
extenuating circumstances to be reviewed by the committee. The scholarship
does not include on-line study programs unless there are extenuating
circumstances to be reviewed by the committee.

All students are eligible for a portion of scholarship money as long as an
application has been completed and returned by the deadline stated on the from.
The application is available now and must be hand delivered to Elizabeth
Lange in the High School office by April 24, 2019 to be accepted. No hand
deliveries to Mrs. Wilson or Mr. Cleveland will be accepted. The application
can be obtained on-line at The Counselor’s Corner, and Mrs. Wilson’s web page at:

Awards will be announced during the Senior Awards day at Ballinger High
School.

(In the event of a larger class size, funds will be set aside so that each remaining student will
receive a minimum of $150. If there is a smaller class size the committee will pay $500 for the
two distinguished students and determine the amount to be distributed among the other
applicants, not to exceed $300 per person.)
