3. Scholarship Amount

Three scholarships will be awarded to graduating seniors of Runnels County Farm
Bureau Members. The amount of the scholarships will be $1000 and paid in two
installments over a period of one year. The second semester payment will be
awarded after Runnels County Farm Bureau has received confirmation the
recipient has achieved a 3.0 GPA for the previous semester and the class schedule
for the spring semester.

4. Essay and Recommendation Letters

Essay Topic: “How living in rural Texas has affected my life and career goals and
how I plan to reach them”.

Applications remain anonymous during judging. Applicants should not use their
name or specific details in the essay that might reveal their identity to the judges.
Two letters of recommendation are required. One must be from a senior year
teacher. The second letter must be from an adult influence in the applicant’s life
other than a senior year teacher.
